MACQUARIE MEXICAN INFRASTRUCTURE FUND AGREES THE SALE OF ASSET

MEXICO CITY, December 23, 2020 — The Macquarie Mexican Infrastructure Fund ("MMIF”)
(comprising the Macquarie Mexican Infrastructure Trust | (“MMIT I")Y(BMV: FIMMCK) and the
Macquarie Mexican Infrastructure Trust Il) have agreed to sell Desarrollos Carreteros del Estado
de Durango, S.A. de C.V. (the “Disposed Asset”) to FIBRA Orion. Expected proceeds to MMIF
are estimated to be above its independent valuation (currently at MXN$961m), with closing
expected to occur within the next four to six months, subject to customary conditions precedent,
which include the obtaining of applicable regulatory approvals. MMIF holds a 100% shareholding
of the Disposed Asset, with MMIT | holding a 68.08% stake in MMIF.
